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Remove one baffle section from each end of every fixture.

If using Discreet baffles, please remove on section from the end of every fixture. If using the continuous roll 
lens, the lens will not be installed and proceed to figure 2

The steps in this section can all be performed while the fixtures are at ground level.

For beginning of run and intermediate fixtures, install 2 biscuit aligners (A) at on end, and 2 cast joiners (B) at 
the other.

For end of run and individual fixtures, install 2 cast joiners (B) at each end of the fixture.

Discreet baffles are shown, but steps are identical if using the continuous roll lens.  
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For beginning of run fixture, 
remove knockouts as necessary

Remove electrical wiring access plate at one end of each fixture.

Push biscuit aligners A) into housing as shown below. Use a rubber mallet to seat the biscuits properly if required.

Slide cast joiners (B) half way into the housing and fasten with the provided screws (C)

Assemble the aircraft cable suspension bracket as shown below.Slide The assembly into the housing and 
temporarily insert one of the electrical access plate screws into the housing (as shown below) to prevent the 
assembly from sliding.

Note: The thicker washer 
is placed under the Cable 
Mount (H)

To prevent cable mount(D) slipping on the beginning of run fixture, the endcap can be attached to fixture 
using cast joiners(B) and the provided #8-18 x 1/2 HWH screws(C).

The fixture can now be suspended from the supplied aircraft cable.

Power Drop3
Remove the electrical access plate from the top of the fixture and wire fixture following the wiring chart shown 
on page 2. Once wiring is completed, re-attach the electrical access plate.

Joining4
Slide next fixture onto hanging fixture until biscuit joiners engage. Make wiring connections and push wires 
into housing prior to sliding the fixtures firmly together.  Then, re-attach the electrical access plate.

 Once fixtures are together fasten joiners using the provided #8-18 x 1/2 HWH screws (C).

Replace all baffles by snapping in to fixture.

Initial steps of installation are identical to the fixtures with discreet optics. If using Discreet baffles, please 
remove on section from the end of every fixture. If using the continuous roll lens, the lens will not be installed 
and proceed to figure 2.

Support the roll lens at one end of fixture (as shown)while another person pulls lens through.

Continuous Lens7

If required, use provided 

gaskets to ensure there is no 

light leak between each baffle 

section. (The bottom color of 

the gasket should match the 

color of the baffle).

Slide lens film into the housing slot. Snap on endcaps.

IMPORTANT: Ends of lenses should overhang fixture by 1/8” at each end. Trim lens where necessary.  
DO NOT UNDER-CUT.

IMPORTANT: If conditions are dusty/dirty, recommended practice is to keep lens roll(s) in plastic packaging and install once 
conditions are clean. Install roll lens using clean work gloves. 
IMPORTANT: Energize fixture to test LEDs and confirm they are all lit before beginning Roll Lens install.
