Step 1. Remove cover and mount upit securety in place.
Step2  When connecling unit directly to an electrical box, insert bushing supplled with unit 7/8™ KO.
Step 3. Extend unswitched 24 hour supply of rated veltage and connect per diagram. Cap unused line lead. Connect ground in accordancs with NEC or local codes. Cireit should not be
energized at this ims.
Step 4.  If remate lamps are to be connected, extend DC circuit per Article 700 and 720 of the NEC and connect to yellow and violet leads provided.
Step 5. Install battery(s) and connect battery RED {+)} and BLUE (-} battery leads per wiring diagram. Lamps will not fight at this time.
Step &  Turn on AC supply and operate test switch. DC lamps will come on. Charge indicator will stay on. Release test switch. DC lamps will extinguish.
Step 7.  Aeplace cover.

TROUBLE SHOOTING GUIDE:

Replace batteries every 8 to 10 years according to ambilent. Equipment sheuld be tested regularly in accordance with local
codes. For multiple battery units, replace all batteries at the sama uma.

Senvicing of any parts should be performed by qualfied personnel. For replacement lamps, fuse or PC board,
sea fixture labels.

CAUTION: This series emergency light is furnished with a sophisticated low voltage dropout
circuit to protect battery from over discharge after its useful output has been used.
Allow 24 hour recharge time after installation or power failure for full load testing.

EMERGENCY LAMPS DO NOT COME ON- PILOT LUIGHT OUT BEFORE TEST

1. Check AC Supply - Be sura unit has 24 hour AC supply.
2. AC Supply on - Pilot light out. Replace charga circuit.
3. Pilot light on - Lamps do not light. Higher cutput sharted or battery net connected.

EMERGENCY LAMPS COME ON DIM

1, Ballery discharged - Permit unit to charge 24 hours and then retest. If lamps are still on dim, check charger for
charge lunction. If functioning properly, replace battery.

2 Remote lamps dim - Check wire size to remote lamps against wire size chart.
